Subject: Existence of God

Objective: To demonstrate that science is unreliable because it has been wrong in the past.

Location: x

Introduction:
1. In this series, we have examined the possibility (or lack thereof) of the existence of God
a. We are at war. Atheists are gunning for the minds of America’s youth and have seized the control of almost every major media outlet. The Christian argument for the existence of God has been silenced. Why do you think that the Darwinian evolutionary atheists have more specifically targeted Christians? Could it be that we have a greater argument than Muslims, Buddhists, Hindus and every other world religion? It would stand to reason that an enemy would begin by attacking their greatest threat.
b. Evolution is not science, it is a religion. We have demonstrated that evolution is really a religious world view centered around humanism. If atheists can effectively rid themselves of any deity, then they are accountable to no one and may live their lives as they see fit and, since evolution teaches survival of the fittest, they have no moral objections of killing those they consider enemies or lower evolutionary life forms. It is a dangerous slippery slope that has, in the past, lead men to mistreat, imprison and kill the elderly, the mentally and/or physically handicapped, and “races” they consider to be lower forms of life.
c. The Fingerprint of God surrounds us. From the smallest cell to the order and organization of the entire universe we can see that organization comes from an organizer…design comes from a designer…laws come from a lawmaker. 
d. The earth is young. The law of thermodynamics are actively working silently all around us. From measuring the shrinking of the sun, the earth’s magnetism, the erosion of the continents and the accumulation of elements in the earth’s atmosphere, the world screams out the existence of God!

2. Of course, if the facts considering evolution were all as one-sided as I have portrayed them, the debate would be long over.

3. With every argument answered, it seems that another arises or facts are simply ignored or discredited.

4. In order to disprove the Bible, many turn to science and the so-called theories of Darwinian Evolution to say that the information we have today utterly disproves the existence of any God in the universe.

5. Such arguments are houses built upon sand…they have no foundational value. 
a. Every scientific generation feels much smarter than they actually are. 
b. We are quite proud at the levels scientific achievement we have attained. (After all, mankind has never been as scientifically advanced as any current generations.) 
c. As someone once said, “The reason I have been able to see so far is because I have stood on the shoulders of giants.”

6. Internet full of sites that claim that the Bible is not reliable
a. Much of it based upon modern science
b. Since science has “proven” evolution to be a “fact”…
c. Then when the Bible makes claims like the earth being created in 6 days, since science has “proven” this to be untrue, the Bible is therefore wrong.


7. Not only is evolution unproven, it is improvable. 
a. Theory, fact, or law?
i. Consider the proven phenomenon of gravity
1. First, there is the fact of gravity…we observe it every time we drop something
2. Secondly, there are theories that attempt to explain how gravity may work.
3. Third, there is the Law of Gravity, first formulated by Sir Isaac Newton (a Bible believer and had a Christian-based faith). This law is a mathematical equation that shows a relationship between mass, distance and gravitational force.
4. In summary: gravity is and observable natural occurrence that does occur, a scientific theory attempts to explain how it occurs  and a law is a scientific law is a mathematical description of this occurance.

ii. Called the “Theory of Evolution” but by scientific standards a theory must be able to be
1. Observable
2. Repeatable
3. Refutable

b. Can evolution be proven either through experimentation or observation? No.
i. Thus cannot even qualify as scientific fact or theory (means about the same as “wishful thinking”)

8. Illust.
a. Was once a man who had a driveway located near a popular ball stadium 
b. Man became frustrated because every time there was a ball game, the streets surrounding his house became packed and quite often his driveway would become blocked and he would be unable to leave his house until the ball game was over and the people left.
c. One afternoon the man found his driveway blocked once again. Frustrated, he speaks to the neighbor next door who was outside working on the lawn.
d. Suggestion by a neighbor: (He had thought of doing this before.) Tell the people at the ballgame that there has been a gas explosion at the bank building downtown and money is flying all over the streets and people are grabbing it like crazy.
e. The man decides it is worth a shot. He walks across the street and tells some of the people entering the stadium. 
f. One man tells another and so on. As people begin to scramble, others ask what all of the commotion is about. They tell one another, “Haven’t you heard? There has been a gas main explode at the bank and there is money flying all over the place!”
g. Suddenly there is a mass run from the stadium to go down to the bank and get what money they could.
h. The man who started the rumor watches in amazement as his neighborhood is suddenly cleared. 
i. He gets in his car and heads out of the driveway. His neighbor yells and asks, “Hey, where are you going?”
j. The man replies, “I’m going to the bank. You never know, it just might be true!”
k. Point: Some beliefs are not based upon fact at all, but rather popular public opinion. Science has told a lie, and everyone has followed the lie, but the lie has no real foundation on upon verifiable and reliable data.

9. Before we completely disregard what the Bible has to say in favor of modern science, we would do well to understand the “how” of science.  That is, “How did they get to these conclusions?”

10. Is science even reliable enough to disprove the Bible.

Body: 
I. Science has been wrong in the past.

A. It was the modern science of the day that once told men:
1. The earth was flat [image: http://www.eatingchaos.com/images/chukwa.jpg] [image: http://web.ukonline.co.uk/jayne/themeworld/images/GreatATuin.jpg] 
a. (Job. 26:7)
b. In fact, which “modern scientists” do we listen to?

c. The point: people can be very, very wrong!
d. Bible: (Prov. 8:27)
2. Alchemy: scientists once thought they could morph bricks of lead into gold. [image: http://science.discovery.com/top-ten/2009/science-mistakes/images/10-gold-bar.jpg]
3. Heavier objects fall faster: Before the laws of physics were fully understood, science taught that the heavier an object was, the faster it fell. However, once this theory was tested in a vacuum without the factor of wind resistance, the theory was proven wrong. 4. Phlogiston: [image: http://science.discovery.com/top-ten/2009/science-mistakes/images/8-jjbecher.jpg]an element proposed in 1667 by Johann Joachim. He taught, and convinced other fellow scientists to believe that all combustible objects contained this material and they released it when they were burned. Of course, no such material exists.
5. The atom is the smallest particle in existence: [image: http://science.discovery.com/top-ten/2009/science-mistakes/images/5-atom.jpg] It wasn't until the early 20th century, when physicists like J.J. Thompson, Ernest Rutherford, James Chadwick and Neils Bohr came along, that we started to sort out the basics of particle physics: protons, neutrons and electrons and how they make an atom what it is.
6. The danger of germs: [image: http://science.discovery.com/top-ten/2009/science-mistakes/images/3-surgery.jpg]Until the 19th century doctors didn’t see the need to wash their hands before entering surgery or caring for patients. Doctors commonly attributed infections on “bad air” and a bad balance of the “four humors” (blood, phlegm, yellow bile and black bile).
a. In the late 19th century Louis Pasteur demonstrated in his Germ Theory of Disease that most infectious diseases were caused by microorganisms originating from outside the body. This new understanding of germs and their means of transmission led to improved sanitary standards that resulted in an enormous drop in the mortality rate. 
b. Torah, or the Law, recorded by Moses approximately 1491-1451 B.C, reveal advanced principles and knowledge about hygiene and sanitation.
i. The Book of Acts (7:22) tells us that; "And Moses was learned in all the wisdom of the Egyptians, and was mighty in words and deeds." In other words, we would expect to see Egyptian cures for diseases and ailments contained among the scriptures if Moses wrote them from his own resources, without aid of inspiration.
ii. Instead, we see warnings about proper sanitation:
a.) (Lev. 6:26-30) A sin offering was to be eaten
i.) Bloody garments were to be washed (sanitary practice prevented cross-contamination of diseases)
ii.) Meat to be scoured and rinsed with water – cleansing of germs
iii.) Forbidding the eating of blood – wise. We know many illnesses/diseases can be attributed to eating raw meat.
b.) (Lev. 11:31-36) Speaks of unclean animals
i.) Dead animals contain disease – warned that they are unclean
ii.) Anything these animals touched was to be washed in water
iii.) Break (don’t use) earthen vessels they touch (metal vessels excluded – earthen vessels are porous and could house harmful bacteria)
c.) (Lev. 7:24) Animals that died naturally could be killed but those killed by wild beasts were not to be eaten – they were unsanitary. 
d.) (Lev. 15:13) Human discharges: unclean

c. In contrast, the Papyrus Ebers, written about the time of Moses records an Egyptian doctor's suggestion for healing an infected splinter wound. It involves the application of an ointment mixture composed of the blood of worms mixed with the dung of a donkey. 
i. The germs and tetanus in donkey's dung might assur that the patient would rapidly forget the pain of his splinter as he died from an assortment of other diseases produced by his doctor's contaminated medicine
ii. Another dangerous medical practice was the cure for a crying baby. Fly dung from the wall; is made into a drink and fed to the infant for four days. 
iii. The pharmacies of ancient Egypt provided prescriptions using "lizards' blood, putrid meat, stinking fat, moisture from pigs' ears, excrete from humans, donkeys, antelopes, dogs, cats, and flies." This list is quoted from pages of the Papyrus Ebers manuscript as translated in S.E. Massengill's A Sketch of Medicine and Pharmacy

d. How, if not by inspiration, did Moses know to instruct the Israelites to be sanitary when he was raised being taught quite the opposite knowledge?

7. Scientists once taught that the earth was the center of the universe. 
8. DNA is not so important: [image: http://science.discovery.com/top-ten/2009/science-mistakes/images/4-dna-strands.jpg]DNA was discovered in 1869 but for several decades, scientists thought it was simply too simple to carry such a vast amount of information.
9. Science also taught to practice “bloodletting” upon sick people to cure them of their illness. In fact, George Washington died in 1799 as a result of bleeding his body of up to five pints of blood to cure him of pneumonia. a. (Lev. 17:14) Tells us life is in the blood. If only they had known this George Washington might have lived longer.
10. The Earth is the center of the universe: [image: http://amazing-space.stsci.edu/resources/explorations/groundup/lesson/basics/g37/graphics/g37_ptolemy.gif]. Ptolemy [image: http://science.discovery.com/top-ten/2009/science-mistakes/images/2-ptolemy.jpg]lived in the second century. He taught that the earth was the center of the universe. It wasn’t until 1,400 years later that Copernicus published his heliocentric (sun-centered) model in 1543. 90 years later, Galileo was persecuted by the Catholic church for defending the Copernican view so, to say the least, the idea took some time to catch on and become accepted.
11. The circulatory system: [image: http://science.discovery.com/top-ten/2009/science-mistakes/images/1-circulatory-system.jpg] Since the second century, doctors believed the liver, not the heart, was responsible for circulating blood (along with some bile and phlegm), through the circulatory system while the heart circulated the “vital spirit” (whatever that is). It wasn’t until 1628 that English physician William Harvey learned that the heart was responsible for pumping blood throughout the body.
12. Planets in the solar system. [image: Planets and the dwarf planets. Image credit: IAU] Until fairly recently 9 was the number. New research, however, has learned that Pluto, once thought to be a planet, is actually not one and instead there is another planet. However another planet has been discovered named Ceres, bringing the number back up to 9 total.

13. The point: science is not reliable. No matter how far advanced we are, we have certainly not “arrived”. Science still has a great deal to learn, and through that learning process, current hypothesis and theory, even some well-known “facts” are certain to be proven wrong. 

14. If science has been wrong about so many other things in the past, how can we rest assured that we now have finally arrived at a point in history where we have it all “figured out.”

3. Science is unreliable. It has been wrong many times in the past. It likely will be wrong again.

4. In contrast, the Bible has never been disproven…has never let us down.
