4. Did Jesus know this would happen? Most likely. In the end we are certain He knew:
Matthew 26 

 23 He answered and said, "He who dipped his hand with Me in the dish will betray Me.

5. Yet Jesus did not call it off.

6. Jesus allowed this to happen that the scriptures might be fulfilled.

 9 Even my own familiar friend in whom I trusted, Who ate my bread, Has lifted up his heel against me.

 8 Let his days be few, And let another take his office.

Zechariah 11 

 12 Then I said to them, "If it is agreeable to you, give me my wages; and if not, refrain." So they weighed out for my wages thirty pieces of silver.
