Subject: Premillenialism

Objective: To demonstrate that the Jews are not God’s chosen people through blood, but the true children of God are such through obedient faith.

Introduction:
1. Recent doctrines claim that modern state of Israel = God’s chosen people.

2. Great deal of financial gain in this doctrine…
a. Many books…
b. Some have even been made into movies…

3. Opening Slide: Appealing doctrine to the masses accustomed to modern movie theaters. Very theatrical. A lot of drama involved in the imaginations of what people believe may happen in the end times…
a. We have the bad guy – the antichrist
b. We have the helpless people of the earth, some ignorant of the Bible so they are caught in his web of deception headed for certain doom…
c. Then there is the impending destruction of the earth…
d. We have our superhero – the invincible Jesus Christ who will swoop in from the clouds to save His people…

4. Danger – use this thinking to justify military action in the Middle East; claim that if America stands against Israel, we will fall under judgment for so doing

5. They claim that to stand against the Israelites is to oppose God’s chosen people; tantamount to rejecting God Himself

6. Video: “Do you still believe that the modern state of Israel are God’s chosen people?” “Yes, Absolutely.”

7. Thinking derived largely from theory that God is still not finished with Israel. That Christ will come again to establish earthly kingdom; reign 1000 years; called “Zionists”)

8. Important for us  to be aware of this doctrine; widespread; we do well to arm ourselves by being aware, and knowing a few facts to point out; issues the Zionists have ignored

9. Why this is dangerous for not only Christians but also for all Americans and the safety of our troops: Video: John Haggae Calls for war against those opposing Israel. 

Body: 
I. Israel: God’s Chosen People? Yes!
A. (Dt. 7:6) Can be no debate that the Bible once called Israelites God’s chosen people. Question is whether or not that ever came to end; changed? 

B. A chosen people, but chosen for what?

C. God chooses people for different reasons
1. God chose all men to be saved (2 Peter 3:9), yet some will reject Him (does not mean God cannot or still will not use them in some way)
2. Some are chosen for service…
a. (Jer. 25:9) God chose to use the king of Babylon, king Nebuchadnezzar to destroy the Hebrew people as an act of judgment against the Jews for rejecting Him
b. (Jn. 6:70) Jesus chose all 12 apostles, including Judas Iscariot who betrayed Him, yet Judas - not saved.
i. What this means: Judas was “chosen,” but not for salvation.  Judas was chosen to perform specific function that the Lord had need of.  Once Judas accomplished this service - hanged himself, died a lost a man

D. God does desire all men to be saved, yet some will reject Him, but this does not mean that he will not still use them to fulfill his purpose.

II. The Jews: Chosen 
A. When God chose the Jews…
1. Did he choose them for salvation?
2. Did he choose them for a specific service?
a. If he chose them to perform and service, did they fulfill that service?
b. If they fulfill the service, are they still chosen for anything today?

B. Jews clearly for service (Genesis 12:3)
1. The Jews were chosen for the service of bringing the Savior into the world.
2. A Savior would be brought into the world through the descendants of Abraham; all nations on earth blessed; God using the Jews to bring in this Savior
3. Simply because their chosen to bring the savior into the world, did not mean that they were saved from their sins.  They still had to believe in the Savior and obey Him.
4. Shortly after the Savior was brought into the world, died, resurrected (His plan fulfilled) Jerusalem destroyed less than 40 years later (coincidence?)

C. No doubt, the Jews had their opportunity for salvation:
1. (Romans 1:16) everyone who believes has the opportunity to be saved; Jews were given the first opportunity; Christ Himself was sent to them
2. Has always been god’s desire to save man if they would believe in Him and obey Him
3. God forewarned that they should listen to the prophet that would be sent to them (Acts 3:22-26)
4. When they failed to heed this command, God’s judgment came upon the Jews

III. Are the Jews still God’s chosen people today?
A. Did God fulfill his promises to the Jews?  His promise was to Abraham.  Note the promise (Genesis 22:17-18):
1. The land: was given to Abraham’s descendants when they inherited the land of Canaan; but some will say, Genesis 13:15 says that the Lord gave the land to them “forever”
a. “Forever”: Heb. “owlam” (o-lawm); can mean eternal but can also refer to a vanishing point in a general sense, or a figurative way for signifying “a long time”
b. If “forever” must be taken to mean literally forever, God did not keep His promise
i. The Jews lost possession of the land while in Babylonian captivity
ii. Jerusalem was destroyed in 70 A.D.  and even Zionists point to 1948 as a fulfillment of bible prophecy, when Israel became a nation once again.  That would mean that the lord broke his promise for nearly 1900 years.  If He would do that, how can we trust Him going forward?
iii. Titus 1:2 tells us that God cannot lie, thus the theory that the modern state of Israel and its inhabitants are God’s chosen people, must be false.

B. There is no passage of scripture that indicates the Jews had any other special purpose before God.

C. Remember that the Jews were chosen for service and not salvation.

D. Because they fulfill the service that they were chosen for, God was finished with them as a chosen people.

IV. But what about the establishment of Christ’s kingdom?
A. (John 18:36) kingdom not of this world
B. (John 6:15) Jesus had the opportunity to establish his kingdom, and refused it
C. (Matthew 26:53) Christ had the army to establish an earthly kingdom, should he have wanted to do so
D. The kingdom is God’s saved people, the church. 
1. (Matthew 16:18-19) 
2. Keys signify the ability to open up something; make it available; access
3. Came to pass – Peter (and the other apostles) open the doors to the kingdom/church on the day of Pentecost, Acts 2

Conclusion: Will the Jews be saved?
1. Whether or not the Jew will be saved in heaven, will depend upon whether or not He believes and obeys the Lord Jesus (Matthew 3:7-9; John 11:26; 2 John 1:9)

2. If the Jews for God’s chosen people, and were already saved, then why were these words spoken to them (Acts 22:16; 2:38)?

3. But someone may say, “Won’t God’s children be saved?” (referring to the Jews) 

4. (Galatians 3:26-29) These are the chosen people God.
